When it came to local flora she was a
walking encyclopedia of knowledge both in planting, growing , fertilization as well as the needed pesticides & their
applications that might be required . With Weyland's retirement they moved to Midland to be near Nancy & Clarence.
Following his passing her health declined. Only a short time before passing her Dr had recommended she move from her
residence to an Assisted Living Facility. She was hardly settled into the new surroundings before loosing her struggle.
‘Maggie' had been a long time member of the Oak Park Methodist Church in Corpus. She is survived by her daughter Nancy
and husband Clarence Young of Midland, TX ; two grand daughters and three great grand daughters.

In 1983 having moved to San Antonio when we wrote and circulated the first Latrine O Gram the phone rang and it
was ' Maggie' on long distance having seen my name. And you guessed it reminding me her Weyland was a hero flyer in
the 783rd. At the next reunion Weyland and I compared notes and thru the years were to became close friends. Needless to

Having a company
expense account I was prepared to once again enjoy a feast . More bad luck -the well turned out to be a dry hole. Bet 25
